It is also known as the Executive Wing of the parliamentary complex. This is
where the Prime Minister and Cabinet Ministers have offices, and where the
Cabinet meets. Its concept was designed by Sir Basil Spence, a British
architect during his visit to Wellington in 1964.

It is a small settlement in Northland’s Bay of Islands where, in 1840, Maori
chiefs from the North Island of New Zealand signed a treaty with Captain
1.2. | William Hobson as consul for the British, surrendering the independence of
their land. The treaty is considered the founding document of modern New
Zealand.

It is one of the oldest and most important archaeological sites in New Zealand.
It was settled by some of New Zealand’s first Polynesian explorers in the late
1.3. | 13th century. Several thousand early Maori artifacts and bones have been
found at the site, and give a lot of insights into early human inhabitation of the
place.

It was the site of the first major gold find in Otago which led to the gold rushes
of the early 1860s which transformed the province, making it the wealthiest in
New Zealand. It triggered the country's first major gold rush. Today

14. interpretation panels provide insight into life on the early goldfields, and the
changes to this place over the period of mining activity from 1861 until the
1930s.
It is a scenic New Zealand’s landmark located in Auckland. It is an extinct
L5 volcanic crater and was once the largest and most spiritually significant Maori
~ | fortified settlement prior to British arrival. Today, it is an important memorial
site and one of the largest pre-European archaeological sites in New Zealand.

MAORI MYTHS

The Maori tribes have been around for centuries and
their myths and beliefs reflect their rich heritage.
Whilst many people may not believe in the myths and
legends surrounding the Maori tribes, it can be beneficial
. to share their stories as some may find their spiritual
beliefs fascinating.

The most popular, yet most disputed, myth of the Maori people is the myth of The North Island
“The Fish that Maui Caught”, which tells the beginnings of the The North Island. Although a
lot of the stories heard are very similar, they still have some discrepancies. The version
presented here starts with the shape of the North Island; it looks like a fish, right? But...it’s not
that simple. Maui (you may have heard of him from the Disney film Moana) was a clever
and gifted, yet mischievous half-god.

A. Maui’s brothers refused to take him out fishing, so he hid under the boards of the canoe. When
they were a long way out to sea, Maui showed himself. His brothers were cross and wanted to
put him back on shore, but they were too far out from land. They started to fish and gradually the
canoe was filled with their catch.

B. He is believed to have separated his sky father, Ranginui and his earth mother, Papattanuku from
a tight embrace in order to create land and sky. Trees in the forest are believed to hold apart the
earth and sky, so light can come in. Upon creation, Tane convinced the other gods to bring to life
a woman to start populating their earth — this woman would be known as Hineahuone, the first
Maori woman. From this moment on, the earth was formed and populated.

C. Due to the legend surrounding Maui, the South Island is also referred to as Tane Waka
a Maui which means ‘Maui’s Canoe’. For those of you wondering about Stewart Island —
this is referred to as Te Punga a Maui, translating to ‘Maui’s Anchor Stone’.

D. It was bigger and colder, and they needed to learn about the forests, which provided them with
food, shelter and resources. Because the forest was vital for life, Tane, the god of the forest,
became very important in tribal traditions.

E. He is said to have pulled the North Island up from the sea with a hook made of his ancestor’s
jawbone. Maui and his brothers then began to carve out bits of the fish. These are known
today as the mountains, lakes and valleys that are the island’s landscape. The North Island
is known to the Maori people as Te Ika a Maui which means ‘Maui’s Fish’.

F. Then there is the myth of Earth’s Creation and The First Woman; Hineahuone. It is something of
an Adam and Eve story. When the ancestors of Maori arrived in New Zealand, they found it was
very different from their homeland in Polynesia.

(COMMERCE) bungy jump site on the Kawarau Bridge, near Queenstown. By the way,
bungy is the usual spelling in New Zealand.

e New Zealand was the first country to have three women in power simultaneously. Dame
Silvia Cartwright was Governor-General, Helen Clark was Prime Minister and Dame
Sian Elias Chief Justice from 2001 to 2006.
