Superfood, Superpower

Does the term ‘superfood’ ring a bell? Have you ever heard of this mysterious concept?
Or maybe superfoods are merely a sales pitch? Nowadays, we are so preoccupied with being
fit that it is difficult not to get lost in the sea of different healthy lifestyles.

Advocates of healthy lifestyles repetitively bombard us with wonderful, supposedly magic,
diets thanks to which we will lose weight and will always be fit. Recently, we have heard
about the Dukan diet (based on consuming protein-rich foods), the Copenhagen diet
(a rigorous and tiring way of eating based on very few foods), the Gluten-free diet (according
to which you eliminate gluten from your daily menu), and many others. Now the time has
come for superfoods. Let’s find out what hides behind this enigmatic concept.

What Is a Superfood?

Superfood is an umbrella term for foods with alleged health benefits. The list of products that
can be referred to as superfoods is quite long — actually it seems to have no end. A superfood
is a nutrient-rich food which includes products that are absolutely natural, unmodified and,
most of all, beneficial to our health. In a nutshell, superfoods, apparently, can do us no harm —
their promoters can see only positive results from consuming superfood products (they even
assert that eating them regularly can help us recover from certain medical conditions).

In contrast, many dieticians and nutrition scientists doubt superfoods’ alleged superpowers.
Furthermore, they claim that superfoods are nothing but marketing gimmicks, and that there is
no scientific evidence showing that they bring the health benefits their advocates proclaim.

Why Eat Superfoods?

The good news is that as a society we are living longer, but the bad news is that we tend
to suffer from more illnesses (diabetes, hypertension, sclerosis, cardiovascular diseases) than
ever before. Of course, one of the many reasons for our poor medical condition is the
excessive consumption of fast food and ready-made meals, which offer us quick and easy
eating solutions. However, eating too much fast food can lead to creating poor dietary habits,
which can have devastating effects on our health in the long run. So, even taking into account
the lack of scientific data proving their superpowers, superfoods appear to be a sensible
alternative to fast food.

Superfood Products

Superfoods are generally claimed to be abundant in vitamins, bioactive compounds, minerals,
fatty acids (including omega-3 fatty acid), and many other wonder ingredients. When we
think of superfoods in terms of specific products, we should have in mind the following: sea
fish, many fruits and vegetables, such as kale, garlic, broccoli (garlic and broccoli can be
useful in cancer prevention), goji berry, acai berry (they are said to delay the progress of
diabetes), rapeseed oil, nuts, but also natural yoghurt and many others. A superfood-based diet
involves regular consumption of such products.
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Superfruits

What is a superfruit? The term was first used in the food and beverage industry in 2004.
Actually, it seems to be nothing but a sales pitch. The term was probably made up in order
to generate and increase consumer demand. The strangest thing about superfruits is that it is
the product manufacturer who decides if a fruit can be called a superfruit, or not. Some
marketers promote superfruits putting emphasis on their native fruit qualities, moreover they
present superfruits as fruits with clear health benefits, but in fact, those health benefits have
not been scientifically proven. Because of poor scientific evidence, it is really difficult
to assert if superfruits bring measurable health benefits or not. Everyone should be aware
of this before they grab another can of functional juice and try not to fall into the marketers’
trap so easily.

Controversies

Superfoods have aroused a number of controversies. Nutrition scientists and dieticians appear
to be quite sceptical about their superpowers due to the lack of research evidence. What is
more, they assert that basing your diet only on superfood products can damage your health —
our diet, they maintain, should be well-balanced and rich in a variety of products, not only
superfoods. It appears self-evident and widely known that eating fruit and vegetables
regularly and in reasonable doses contributes to our health and well-being. Common sense
seems to be a happy medium here — do not look at superfoods through rose-tinted glasses and
take all that the marketers say about it with a metaphorical pinch of salt.
