The studies have found little evidence to support that coffee boosts our focus more than tea.
The scientists conclude that not only the caffeine dose but 7.1. _ our expectations, as well as
the tastes, and smells of our favourite drink, determine how alert we feel.

Verdict: 7.2. ___ logic, tea seems to provide just as powerful a wake-up call as coffee. It’s a
draw.

Researchers at the University of Surrey in the UK confirmed that 7.3. __ both drinks bring
similar benefits to your attention during the day, coffee drinkers tend to find it harder to fall
asleep at night — perhaps because of the higher caffeine content.

Verdict: Tea offers many of the benefits of coffee, 7.4. _ the sleepless nights — a clear win.

Most dentists agree 7.5. __ tea pigments stain your teeth more than coffee, particularly if you
use mouthwash. A mouthwash containing the common antiseptic chlorhexidine attracts
microscopic tea particles which stain teeth.

Verdict: If you want a perfect smile, coffee 7.6. __ be the lesser of two evils.

Overall verdict: It's a tie! Both drinks can have benefits and downsides. More scientific
evidence is needed to bring a clear win.

Mysterious Ruby

The Crown Jewels, part of the Royal Collection, are the most powerful symbols of the British
Monarchy. These gems are not only unique because of their size and value but also due to their
unusual history which happens to be the history of the colonial domination of the British
Empire.

One of the most renown diamonds is the 105.6 carat Koh-1-Noor which came to Queen Victoria
in 1850 from the last Maharaja of the Sikh Empire. Also known as the Mountain of Light is
believed to curse any man who wears it, but not any woman. The Crown of Queen Elisabeth is
the place of rest for this precious gem.

The collection also features two illustrious stars — the Star of Africa and the Lesser Star of
Africa — two enormous diamonds of the largest rough stone ever found, later cut into nine
pieces and placed in the various jewels of the Royal Collection among which the Sovereign’s
Sceptre and the Imperial State Crown occupy the prominent place.
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However, one of the most mysterious stories concerns an enormous ruby, perhaps one of the
biggest ever found. The stone once belonged to the kings of Burma and along with 167 gold
and gem-studded items was probably sent to Britain in 1885. Almost the whole collection was
returned to Burma in 1965 - all except one: the Nga mauk ruby.

Alex Bescoby, a British filmmaker decided to find out what happened to the stone. The first
person to suspect is colonel Sladen, who took care of the whole royal collection and supervised
the king’s packing. He promised the last Burmese king to deliver the property to Britain while
the king, the queen and two daughters were in exile.

Until his death in 1916, the king wrote several letters to British authorities , however, they were
deaf to the king’s requests. The Burmese royal family whose members are still alive continue to
fight against their fate. Many interesting facts have been discovered, one of them is a suspicion
that the ruby was simply stolen by colonel Slade himself. The colonel’s family denies that
revelation and say that colonel had never taken any profit from his position.

Although according to some sources the ruby may be hidden in the Crown Jewels of Britain, A.
Besoby rejects that idea. Reporter claims the ruby would have to be cut into pieces — an act of
folly of those who really know the priceless value of the stone. Another path leads to the
inventory of the Queen Victoria’s jewellery which lists a cabochon ruby. The stone was set in
a bracelet and given to Princess Louise, therefore passed out of the Royal Collection. What did
the queen Victoria’s daughter do with the bracelet? What happened after her death? It is still a
part of a mystery because the Princess Louise’s will remains sealed.

For many Burmese historians Nga Mauk is important not only because it is worth a kingdom.
For them the ruby carries highly emotional and educational values. It helps to remember the
rich history of a proud and independent nation and find a peaceful way to solve religious and
ethnic problems of today’s Burma.
