Grace Kelly — a fairytale romance

American actress who made nine films, won an Oscar and married a Prince — Grace Kelly. Her
childhood did not set the scene for such eminent future. Among Kelly’s children, Grace was the

shiest, a glass-wearing girl who could not command a room and avoided competitive sports.

Grace was considered to be least likely to succeed from the Kelly’s siblings. Her family even
suggested the reporters to write about her older sister Peggy who, according to the father,

“anything that Kelly could do, Peggy could always do better.”

Grace’s first years in the movie industry passed unnoticed due to some unglamorous roles for
cigarettes, shampoo and beer advertising campaigns. For many producers she was “too tall, too

leggy and too chinny”.

The real breakthrough came in 1953, with a role in Mogambo in which she encountered two
great Hollywood names: Clark Gable and Ava Gardner. Grace Kelly’s big-screen career blew
wide open resulting in her first nomination for the Academy Award and a Golden Globe award

for the Best Supporting Actress.

Unlike Hollywood bombshells, Grace had never posed for tacky covers and cut short any
interviews which dug into her private life. Besides, she had never been a socialite. During
several official parties the actress had to attend, she preferred to hide behind glasses and remain
silent. Some of the most prominent American producers, a legendary master of suspense Alfred
Hitchcock, called Grace Kelly “a snow-covered volcano”. Additional adjectives which were
frequently attributed to Kelly’s appearance were “stainless steel” or “granite.” And yet, Kelly’s

compelling attributes made people love her even more.
In 1955 Kelly starred in ”High Society”. The film also starred Frank Sinatra, Bing Crosby and

Louis Armstrong. The actress wore her own engagement ring on the set and a year later she

married Prince Rainier and moved to Monaco.
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As a royal wife she was supposed to give up her American citizenship and abandon her
previous life of the highest paid and most respected actress in the world. Despite several
attempts from the part of some filmmakers and Hitchcock himself, Grace’s decision was
invariable. She openly laughed at the Hollywood industry although some people believed that

she secretly missed her old life.

Grace Kelly’s marriage changed almost everything. She remained in the public eye, however
her new role inflicted new responsibilities. She became busy with the official events: charity
balls, state projects, official travels. The first years were challenging but despite homesickness,
the actress willingly turned the page and managed to fit into a foreign country. She fostered
tourism and revitalised the principality as a centre of opera, ballet and cultural festival.
The couple lived the sweetest moments together and welcomed three children.

Grace Kelly died in 1982, in a car accident. After the royal funeral she laid to rest in Monaco.

Last week, our story about why open offices are bad for us drew a large response from readers.
When it comes to the open-plan workspace, everyone has an opinion.

The case of TMI (Too Much Information)

In an open office, many of us have no choice but to deal with noise and other people’s
discussions. For some, it’s unwanted insight into colleagues’ 10.1. ................... . Rory O'Brien
wrote, “my boss sits right across from me and I feel several things she has said on the phone
recently were not intended for my ears.”

Loss of identity

Amit Tulsian’s bosses converted his workplace into an open-plan office. Under the old system,
he and his team of five sat in a “moderately enclosed area”. The new layout, however, had “50
people, within three feet of each other, without walls,” he wrote, adding there was constant
distraction, 10.2. ........cccovevveenenn, . Most of us hated it, [it] felt like working in a call centre.”

Then, there are germs

The distractions and loss of independence were bad enough, some say, but added to that was
the spread of airborne germs. According to Stephen Venneman it’s a “walking, coughing petri
dish. I literally get congested and start sneezing 10.3. ......................

Finding balance

Open offices are popular for collaboration, “but quiet and privacy [are] still needed”, wrote
Caleb Anthony Parker, who has worked in both open and personal offices.

The solution? Spending some days in an open office setting for team collaboration and
meetings, 10.4.......c.ccceoeenee. .

It’s a win-win, he says, “we make employees happier and more productive.”
A matter of design

“What is needed is a properly designed open office,” wrote Mat Solms. “[An] open office is not
one big room and everyone stuffed in there to reduce costs.”

Solms suggests that 10.5. ......c.ccceeevevvenenen, should be a mix of shared spaces, private spaces,
quiet spaces and talking spaces, and should have correct lighting, temperature, air and moisture.

Joan Zerkovich agrees. “Just putting a bunch of desks in an open space is not an open space
design,” she wrote. “There are a lot of 10.6. ............ccee.e. by managers with no background in
space design and often relocated to a difficult culture. Open space cannot be evaluated without
also evaluating the design and culture.”
