THE GULFLANDER TRAIN

"You're lucky to be here this time of the year," says train driver Ken over the roar
of the Gulflander's engine. "It's very green. Later in the year it's brown — still beautiful,
but not as green.” It's not easy to catch a train from Normanton, a remote town in the Gulf
Savannah region of northwest Queensland. For one thing, the Gulflander train, only operates
once aweek. 9.1.  But we've been given the go-ahead by the track crew,
and the landscape looks beautiful as we enter the savannah, dotted with slender dark-trunked
trees . This early in the season there are a few passengers on-board the two-carriage, maroon-
coloured diesel train, nicknamed the Tin Hare. In addition to myself, there's a family of three
from Sydney. 9.2.  The Heritage Listed Normanton to Croydon line was never
connected to the state rail network and remains the only line in Queensland still measured
in miles. From wetlands and grasslands to arid Savannah territory, the Gulflander travels
through countryside that most people will never see.

A relic of a late 19th-century gold rush, the Gulflander takes five hours to run 150 kilometers
from tiny Normanton (population 1257) to even tinier Croydon (population 258). "Gold
is long gone, but the train survived because it could always get through," Ken explains, using
a microphone to speak above the engine noise. Innovative arched steel sleepers sank into
the ground, anchoring the rails against the region's regular floods. 9.3. I'm glad
it survived; partly for its curiosity value, but mostly for the unique view it affords of nature
in this flat, sparsely-wooded terrain. Mind you, it's the noisiest train | have ever ridden on.
9.4 Aswe progress, we get used to it and start stirring up the local fauna. A big black-
necked stork takes flight in front of us, then a group of brolgas ascends. An agile wallaby
("agile" being both its breed and description) then tears across the front of the train without
mishap. Clarina is our first signposted location. 9.5. Next we stop for morning tea
at Blackbull and chat about our travels while enjoying tea and blueberry muffins. Back
on board, Ken has different amusing stories for us. "By hook or by crook, the railway's been
kept running all these years, and may hopefully continue,” says Ken. Though it'll be good

to return to the not-rattling world, I have to agree.
