The School of the Air

Australia has a very well-developed system of public education that is available of no cost
to their citizens across the country. However, in the remote and sparsely inhabited areas
of the country called the Outback or the Bush it is not possible for children to attend
conventional schools. The School of the Air provides a solution to this educational difficulty
catering for children aged 4 to 13 who live on pastoral stations, in Aboriginal communities
or in national parks.

One of the kids, Lucas (10) lives on the cattle station located 200 kilometres from the nearest
school. Just as his Dad used to be, Lucas is enrolled in the School of the Air and participates
in seven half hour lessons in a week via the Interactive Distant Learning System. He sits in front
of the computer with the microphone in his bedroom so that the teacher and a small group
of classmates can hear him. The teacher presents new ideas to students on the electronic
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whiteboard and sends exercises to the website. The teacher asks questions to students and they
all hear one another's answers. The teacher leaves students with some tasks or ideas to work
on later in the day. It takes Lucas approximately five hours a day to study on his own from
the studying package he and other students receive by post at the beginning of each term.
The package includes textbooks, library books, audio tapes and computer software.

The Australian Government funds the education of all students in the School of the Air, which
costs about double the cost of standard education. 85 per cent of the students of the School
of the Air are assisted by their parents or older siblings in their education. Most families
are looking for a consistent governess since running the property along with educating children
is very demanding. Unfortunately, the search for the governess is time consuming since
in excess of 40 families looking for a governess at one time there are at most five jobseekers
in this field.
